Notable Local Activities: 
During the last few months LES Israel held the following seminars in Tel Aviv:

I. On November  14, 2016, LES Israel held, in cooperation with IPAA (Israel Patent Attorney Association. a seminar regarding “Tackling the Evolving Environment of Patent Prosecution- Europe, USA and Israel.” Three speakers conveyed the message: Pro. Dr. Heinz Goddar, Adv. Gregory J.Kircsh (a US attorney) and Adv. Asa Kling (the Director of the Israel Patent Office.  A more detailed report of the seminar should be published in the next issue of "blue pages". More than 100 people attended the event.. 
II.  On January 30, 2017 LES Israel conducted a half day seminar on "Rights in Software". A copy of the seminar program is included as an annex to this report. A more detailed report will probably sent separately for publication in the 'blue pages'. More than 80 people attended the event.

Other Comments:

LES Israel repeatedly requests assistance from LESI and even suggests potential channels of assistance (see above). However, unfortunately, little concrete assistance, if any, has been actually granted by LESI to LES Israel, to date. We really much hope that this year LESI will finally acknowledge LES Israel's growing activities and support LES Israel, in one way or another. 
Specifically, LES Israel is facing increasing competition by other organizations that deal with IP, such as AIPPI (the International Association for the Protection of Intellectual Property), INTA (International Trademark Association), IPAA (Israel Patent Attorneys Association), ALAI (Association Littéraire et Artistique Internationale), ACC (Association of Corporate Counsels), etc. Said competition may result in membership defection from LES Israel. This can be reduced or avoided by launching unique programs here and holding in Israel a high-profile international conference. However, to do this effectively, we will need sponsorship and assistance from LESI. 
A proven way to attract new members is conducting a 'tempting' conference. A conference with international participants is more attractive, in particular if the conference is more international.

Last year's report we described and discussed in length the position of Israel as a great place for international conferences so we will not repeat it here.

Therefore, we request that LESI will join forces with LES Israel for organizing an international conference in Israel. The best option is probably organize a one day conference adjacent to the Winter planning meeting. I have briefly discussed this matter with LESI next President Elect Mr. Francois Painchaud . We hope that this works out and that we will host the next Winter Planning Meeting around February 2018.  
We look forward to working with LESI on organizing in Israel a successful international event.
